TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR CAMPING AT GOODWOOD EVENTS

These terms and conditions apply to all bookings for and use of camping pitches on the Goodwood

In these terms and conditions:

“Camper” means any person camping on a Campsite;

“Customer” or “You” means the person who has booked a Pitch for an Event;

“Campsite” means an area designated by Goodwood for use as a campsite;

“Event” means the Festival of Speed or The Revival or other event on the Goodwood Estate;
“Goodwood” means the company in the Goodwood Group which operates the Campsite;
“Pitch” means an area approximately 9m x 7m in an area designated for camping by
Goodwood.

Pitches must be booked in advance. Booking and payment shall be made via Goodwood’s
website at ticketing.goodwood.com or by telephone to the ticket office.

All bookings are subject to Goodwood’'s Ticketing Terms and Conditions available at
www.goodwood.com/terms-and-conditions/ and Customers’ attention is drawn in particular to
the terms and conditions relating to cancellation of ticketing and the Events.

Bookings may only be made by Customers aged 18 or over. Goodwood reserves the right to
refuse bookings at its absolute discretion and to refuse admission on arrival if any aspect of
the booking is misrepresented or appears unsuitable for the Campsite.

The number of people occupying each Pitch must not exceed the number booked. The
maximum occupation for each booking is four persons aged 13 or over. Children aged 12 or
under are not included in this limit. Any additional persons aged 13 or over must be in
possession of an additional ticket purchased from Goodwood.

No refunds will be made for cancelled bookings.

A Pitch may only be occupied for recreational purposes and may not be used for any
commercial purpose.

Each Pitch Ticket permits the placing of one motor vehicle (whether car, motorhome or
campervan) and additionally any combination of non-motorised caravan(s) and tent(s) within
the area of the Pitch. Any other motor vehicles must be parked in overflow parking areas as
indicated by the Marshals.

Pitches are allocated on a first come first served basis. Specific Pitches cannot be reserved
or booked.

Access to the Campsites may not be gained before the access opening times and all Pitches
must be vacated by noon on the Monday following the Event.

Campers must comply with all reasonable directions and requirements of Goodwood.
Goodwood reserves the right to judge acceptable levels of noise or behaviour and campers
must ensure compliance with Goodwood'’s directions on these matters. Goodwood reserves
the right to exclude or eject any person from the Pitch and the Campsite if it reasonably
considers the behaviour of such person to be objectionable, a risk to health and safety or
likely to cause any damage or bring Goodwood into disrepute. In this case, no refunds shall
be given and the Customer who booked the relevant Pitch shall indemnify Goodwood against
all and any losses, costs, damages, liabilities, claims, demands and expenses suffered or
incurred by Goodwood arising out of any exclusion, ejection, or termination under this Clause.
All property and items brought into the Campsite by any Customer or their guests shall be the
sole responsibility of and at the sole risk of the Customer and Goodwood will not be liable for
any loss or damage to any property including, motor vehicles and personal effects, howsoever
caused or sustained.

Goodwood shall not be liable for injury, loss or damage suffered by the Customer or
occupants of the Pitch however that liability arises, including without limitation breach of
contract, tort (including negligence), misrepresentation or breach of statutory duty provided
that liability for death or personal injury resulting from Goodwood’s negligence shall not be
excluded.

If there is a problem or dissatisfaction with any matters under our control, please notify us
immediately, so we may have the opportunity to rectify issues. We cannot accept liability in
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relation to any claim of whatever nature if you fail to notify us within seven days from the end
of your stay with us.

We only use your personal information in accordance with our Privacy Policy and Cookie
Policy. Please take the time to read these, as they include important terms which apply to
you.

Goodwood reserves the right to alter these Terms and Conditions at any time.

Campsite Rules
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Access to the Campsite for Festival of Speed and Goodwood Revival can be gained from

1pm until 10pm on the day preceding the event and from 6am until 10pm on the days of the

event

All lighting is switched off at 10pm and any Campers arriving after 10pm will be required to

wait in an overflow car park until 6am the following morning before being permitted to access

their Pitch for the purposes of setting up camp.

The following are not permitted anywhere on the Campsites: Pets (other than assistance

dogs), campfires, fireworks, Chinese lanterns, kites or drones.

Campers must remove all items from their Pitch and dispose of any rubbish in the appropriate

bins.

Campers may use generators on their Pitches provided that these are reasonably quiet and

do not materially inconvenience other Campers through noise or fumes. All generators must

be turned off by 10pm.

Campers may use barbecues provided that:

(a) disposable barbecues are placed on bricks (which may be obtained free of charge from
the Campsite manager’s office);

(b) barbecues are kept within the boundaries of the Pitch;

(c) use of barbecues do not cause any inconvenience to other campers;

(d) hot coals are cooled before disposal and are placed in the bins provided.

Campers must pitch as directed, not encroach upon any other pitches and consider fire risk

limitation, safety and access. If you pitch outside the boundaries of your pitch or your unit is

judged to pose a risk to the safety and comfort of others you will be asked to move.

All children must be properly supervised at all times.

Campers must comply with the speed limits on Goodwood and drive SLOWLY. This includes

bicycles and any other wheeled conveyances. Drivers must hold a licence and have tax and

MOT as appropriate. No recreational vehicles such as motorised scooters or quad bikes are

allowed.

Cutting or damaging trees and other vegetation is strictly prohibited and the natural conditions

are not to be disturbed. This includes tying ropes to, or driving nails into trees.
